Garnishment in New York State

Subject to certain limitations with regard to the support of dependents, New York permits the garnishment of 10% of a judgment debtor's income, provided that the judgment debtor's weekly earnings exceed thirty times the national hourly minimum wage, and that the amount to be withheld does not exceed 25% of the judgment debtor's weekly disposable income. 

Execution on Judgments in New York State

Judgments may also be executed by the levy, seizure and sale of nonexempt real and personal property.
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
